OVERVIEW:

This summer’s 18-hole disc golf
course has moved to accommodate
some mountain improvements. It is
now a blend of the 2003 World
Disc Golf Championships course
and a few new holes. The course
begins and ends near Agassiz
Lodge. From Hole 1 players will find
their way through a mixed conifer
and Aspen forest from 9,350’ of
elevation up to 9,740’ in just over
1.5 miles before returning to the
base of the Agassiz Lodge. Players
should allow at least 2 hours to
complete this entire course.
Families with children, or those
looking for a shorter game, should
play the family course located
under the Arizona Gondola.
